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Jumpers are available for every line
to enable the correct pull downs 
depending on the model. The required
setting for each model is listed on the
back silkscreen of the PCB.

There jumpers are available for the
fm lines on each specific model. These
have been increased from the original 3bp
to try and limit audio clipping in some
games.
